What are we losing? What can parents do now? 

From September 2026, children will no longer be allowed to bring smartphones into school. 
Years 5 and 6 pupils may bring a basic “brick” phone if needed. A brick phone does not have 
access to the internet. We hope this change helps support your child’s safety and wellbeing, 
and allows them to enjoy their childhood. 
 

They are not internet enabled but still allow 
calls and texts. They are cheap to buy too 
(Amazon, Argos). No data needed for your SIM 
card. ASDA mobile sell these, for example.
