Admissions

Rucstall Primary School is a one-form entry primary school for children aged 4-11. Our
admission numbers are set at a maximum of 30 per class.

Your child is entitled to start school in the September following their fourth birthday (and
must start school by the beginning of the term after their fifth birthday). We encourage all of
our parents to allow their child to start full time school in the Autumn Term. An induction
programme of visits is arranged to ease our youngest children into school life.

The school’'s current admission policy is operated by the Hampshire Local Authority.
Application forms are completed online and returned by January for a place in the following
academic year.
