For internal clubs, please complete the
relevant Parentmail form as an expression of interest. We are conscious that some
parents use these clubs as part of their childcare so the deadline for internal club
forms is 6pm on Friday 18t July.

Places for in-school clubs will be confirmed by the office by Wednesday 23 July.
Places will be distributed to provide as many children with an opportunity as
possible, beyond this names will be randomly drawn for allocation. If there is a cost
attributed, this will be added to your child’s Parentmail account on confirmation of
their place - this must be paid in advance by Friday 5th September. If you book on a
club offered by an independent provider, then you will need to pay them directly.

All clubs will be dismissed from the Hall doors only. Please congregate outside the

hall doors and if there is more than one club being dismissed we will use both exits.
An adult must collect the children (Year 6 children only can be given permission to
walk home).
